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History: English Language and Literature Department BA Program is founded in 1996.
Qualification Awarded: The Bachelor’s Degree in English Language and Literature is awarded to the graduates who have successfully completed all courses in the curriculum.

Level of Qualification: Bachelor Degree
Specific Admission Requirements: The general requirements explained in “General Admission Requirements” of Information on the Institution part are applied for admission of students.


Specific Arrangements for Recognition of Prior Learning (Formal, Non-Formal and In-formal): 

The rules and regulations forn recognition of formal prior learning are well defined. Transfer can be made among the institutions of which equivalency is recognized by Higer Education Council. Also successful vocational school graduates to continue their education to obtain Bachelor’s degrees if they are successful in the selection and the placement examination (DGS, i.e. vertical transfer examination) are admitted. The courses to be taken by these students are determined by the relevant department, on the basis of courses they have completed in the programs from which they have graduated. Recognition of prior non-formal and in-formal learning is at the beginning stage in Turkish Higher Education Institutions. Yeditepe University and hence of the Department is not an exception to this.

Qualification Requirements and Regulations:
Students must obtain a grade point average of at least 2.00 out of 4.00 and successfully pass all courses on the programme. (equivalent to a total 240 ECTS).
Profile of the Programme:

The English Language and Literature Department aims to provide its students with the ability to make interdisciplinary and intercultural connections and to approach people, facts and events in as objective a manner as possible. 

In addition, the Department aims to allow the students to understand the value of goals which they have set themselves. 

Level of Qualification:
This department, in higher education in the field of English Language and Literature, is subject to a 130 credits degree system.    

Once the programme is successfully completed and the programme qualifications attained, an Undergraduate degree is achieved in the field of English Language and Literature.  

Admission Requirements:

Newly registered students and those who have applied for transfer need to pass the foreign language sufficiency exam prepared by the unit responsible for the foreign language preparation education, in order to reach the necessary level of the language of their education.   As a result of this examination, the students whose knowledge of foreign language is considered sufficient will be registered to an associate degree or an undergraduate degree programme.         

Students who apply from universities and units where the language of education is English and those who apply for transfer from higher education institutions recognized by Higher Education Council where English is the official language and who are seen qualified according to faculty administration councils, will be exempt from the foreign language sufficiency exam.          

Students who document their success, within two calendar years retrospectively from the date of application, in one national or international foreign language exam whose equivalence is accepted by the Senate will be exempt from the foreign language exam.   

Students whose knowledge of a foreign language is not considered sufficient, are taken into foreign language preparatory programmes in the foreign language preparatory education unit provided that the duration is no less than a semester in programmes based on semester education and no less than a year in programmes based on yearly education. The registration of students who cannot achieve the required level of the foreign language within 4 semesters, is frozen as ‘non-paid’ in order to enable them to develop their foreign language knowledge outside of University. The students who fail in the qualification exam taken at the end of this time will be disaffiliated from the University.         

Students who are disaffiliated from the University due to their failure in the Foreign Language Qualification Exam, can apply to Student Selection and Placement Centre so that they are placed in institutions providing that their score on the University Entrance Exam is not less than the minimum entrance score of the higher education institutions that hold the same name as the programme they entered and where the language of education is Turkish. 

Occupational Profiles of Graduates:

Students that complete their bachelor degree programme and wish to continue their academic growth can join a graduate Program in English literature, American literature, western cultures and literatures, linguistics, drama, comparative literature, cultural studies, arts, pedagogy, sociology, communication or similar programs.

Our graduates may choose to follow an academic career, work as translators and copywriters, or train as teachers. Alternatively, due to their extensive and interdisciplinary education, they may proceed to Ph.D. programmes in different many fields of social sciences, which would enable them to have careers in a wide range of subjects in the private or public sectors. They can also work as consultants in different fields related to Education, International Relations, Culture and Tourism, Banking and Commerce, Publishing and Management, ARGE projects, different consulates, private firms and companies.   
Our graduates who take a good education in their area of expertise, share the view that the diversity and interdisciplinary approach of our program create a good base for graduate studies in diverse fields.

Graduation Requirements

The graduation requirements determined by our university are taken under control by the “course tracking chart” that students have access to and that is observed by the students’ advisors during their education. Course tracking chart of the student who has completed the department courses required for graduation and who has achieved the necessary credit requirements, is signed by his/her advisor. It is then controlled and confirmed by the department online information official   and sent to the faculty administrative board with the department chair’s signature, to be later discussed. By the decision made there, the student’s graduation is rendered official.     

Graduation grade point average is calculated on 4.00; while this average is being calculated all courses taken are taken into account. 

For students who have completed their undergraduate education the grade point average has to be 2.00 for them to be able to graduate. 

Students who successfully complete education in the programme they are enrolled, are given diplomas. The titles on the diplomas are decided by the Senate. Signatures of the Rector, Dean or College Director are on the diplomas given at the end of undergraduate education, and those of the Rector and Head of Vocational College are on the diplomas given at the end of associate degree education. Students who graduated with High Honours are granted a special document besides their normal diplomas.  

Students who complete their education within at most 9 semesters, who have no F grade or disciplinary record, and who have a grade point average of or above 3.50 are accepted as   “high honours” students, students whose grade point average is between 3.00 and 3.49 are accepted as “honours” students. In order for a student transferred vertically or horizontally from another higher education institution to be taken into the honours or high honours list, he/she has to have no F grade or disciplinary record and s/he has to have taken courses from Yeditepe University equivalent of at least 72 credits and have a grade point average of or above 3.50. Students who are on the honour list are given a special document indicating this situation besides their diplomas.  

Students are obliged to complete two semesters of each Turkish Language and Atatürk Principles, and Revolution History courses known as compulsory YÖK courses and that are not included in credits before graduation. The total credits a student should take during his/her education is 140. Graduation is at most 14 semesters after preparatory year. The advisors appointed to students prepare for each student a course tracking chart at the end of each semester. By help of this chart pre-plans with regards to a student’s graduation can be made and at the stage of graduation this course tracking chart is given to the faculty secretariat.   

Access to Further Studies:

The graduates holding Bachelor’s Degree are eligible to apply to Master’s Degree programmes at national level and/or international level both in the same and in related disciplines.

Examination Regulations, Assessment and Grading:

Students are required to take a mid-term examination and/or complete other assigned projects/homework during the semester and, additionally, are required to take a final examination and/or complete a final project of course evaluation. The assessment for each course is described in detail in “Individual Course Description”.

Facilities:

The academic staff of the English Language and Literature department is composed of 2 Professors, 3 Associate Professor, 3 Assistant Professors, 2 Instructors and 2 Research Assistants. In each office, each worker is assigned a computer. In addition, a printer is available to which all the computers are connected.

Our students can access the necessary resources for their studies by computer via the university’s database, while printed sources are available from the library. The library, founded in 1996, is situated in Yeditepe University’s Rectorate building, and covers an area of 6000 square metres and has a seating capacity of 400. 

In addition, computer terminals available for use by students can be found in various parts of the university.  

Student Surveys

Every semester the faculty carries out a student survey, prepared by the board of directors, for every class. The survey results are filed. At the end of every semester the head of department gives the academic staff their survey results. The head of department draws the academic staff member’s attention to average results below 2.5 out of 5. A sample survey is found below.
